HISTORY


The Great Fire of London


Timelines – Introduce the idea of timelines with the children by doing a weekly class timeline. Children think of a main event from each day of the week and put it together, or children could think of events that have happened to them in the past and to put them on a timeline.  


History of London – Children have pictures of London around 1666 and pictures of London today. Look at the similarities and differences that they can see.
