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Literacy:


During the first half of the term, we will focus on ‘Talk for Writing’ newspaper reports, where the children will learn to imitate the language needed orally, before reading, analysing and writing their own version.  We will then work with the picture book ‘Journey’ by Aaron Becker. Topics will include:
