Science - Properties and changes of materials


The children will learn about the properties of materials and extend their knowledge of solids, liquids and gases. We will also be investigating dissolving; mixing and changes of state are reversible.





ICT – Stop Frame Animation


The children will create a stop-motion animation and link images together to create an animation 





History - Ancient Greece


The children will look at different sources of evidence and discuss the reliability of them. From this, they will conclude as to whether they believe the story of Theseus & the Minotaur to be fact or legend. We will also look at how the Ancient Greeks have influenced us today in terms of our language and culture.  


DT –Food and fairtrade


We will be celebrating seasonality, by cooking and learning about nutrition. The pupils will study the benefits of Fairtrade, discussing if it has gone far enough to support farmers. They then design and make packet for a banana bread (or similar) and make their product. Please do keep the office updated with any allergies or intolerances.





French – Le monde Francophone: Children will learn about some features of the different countries where French is spoken. They will ask and answer questions using full sentences. 





Music – Songs for Easter


Year 5 will be leading a celebration which tells the Easter story. They will learn about appropriate use of gusto, understand tempo and pitch.

Maths – Fractions and percentages


This unit will develop their working understanding of fractions through revising their ability to add and subtract these. They will learn the rules of multiplying and dividing fractions and find percentages of amounts. 


Transformation


Children look at co-ordinates in all four quadrants. They learn how to translate and reflect shapes.





Literacy - Pax, by Sara Pennypacker, Power of Reading text. 


Throughout this unit, the children will be developing their emotional response to a text, and will be writing a range of outcomes include free verse poetry, character descriptions and debates. 





RE - Should every Christian go on a pilgrimage?


During this unit, the children will understand the importance of Christian pilgrimage. 


How does Holy Communion build a Christian Community?


Children will understand the practice of Holy Communion and its importance in Christianity.  





PSHE - Money and work


The children will be identifying job interests and aspirations. They will also be considering what influences career choices and addressing work-place stereotypes.


Media Literacy and digital resilience


Pupils will explore how to spot genuine vs fake news articles and build coping strategies for their emotional responses to it.





PE Squash: Through lessons at the Surbiton Racket and Fitness club to learn the basic skills of squash. This will take place on a Monday afternoon. 





DDMix: The children will continue to work alongside the dance company ‘DDMix to develop their fine motor coordination and muscle conditioning through the medium of dance.
