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PSHE – Physical Health and Mental Well Being  


The children will learn what affects mental health and ways to take care of it including managing change and time spent online. Alongside this, they will have weekly Mindfulness sessions with Relax kids, helping them to learn vital skills that will support their mental wellbeing for years to come.  


 


British Values


British values will continue to underpin learning across all curriculum areas, with year 6 taking on more responsibilities as citizens within the school and wider community. 





Music – Music and Me 


Throughout this unit, the pupils will explore the concept of ‘identity’ – the various elements that shape us. In this unit, we start with gender, with reference to social and cultural differences. They will be invited to try out different ways of making their own music, while exploring the work of some of the most influential women in music over the last 100 years.














History – Battle of Britain: 


During this enquiry, pupils will have opportunities to apply a wide range of skills to analyse historical sources. They will evaluate why Britain faced the risk of invasion; interpret written evidence to justify why Hitler needed to defeat the British Royal Air Force; evaluate the various factors that led to Britain winning the Battle and describe why it was such a fundamental turning point in British History.





RE- Do fame and Christian faith go together?


The children will revisit the qualities that Christians hold and the distinctly Christian values that they live by before looking at how Christian qualities support fame. By considering the contradictions that fame and faith could bring, they will reach an understanding that faith does not have to be compromised by fame.  








Science – Electricity:


Through practical activities, the children will learn to associate the brightness of a lamp or buzzer with the number and voltage of cells used in the circuit. They will also build their own circuits, including parallel circuits that use switches and a range of components. 





Indoor PE- Dance: 


For their next DDMix unit, year 6 will study the art of Bhangra dancing and use the distinctive dance moves to create their own choreographed routines. 








Outdoor PE – Athletics: 


Year 6 will be coached in a variety of athletic disciplines, developing skills learnt in earlier years and will compare their performances with previous ones and demonstrate improvement to achieve their personal best.



































 
































Literacy:  Poetry Study (Dark Sky Park, Philip Gross)


The collection is rich in content, containing a range of poems that look at the world with a scientist's eyes, exploring fascinating life forms in extreme environments, from the deep sea bed to our own families. By studying these poems, the children will be able to recognise figurative language in poetry and its effect on the reader, interpret poems for performance, understand that poems are written for different purposes and draft, compose and write poems based on real and personal experiences using language with intent for effect on the reader








Maths:


Measurement: Converting Units 


Solve problems involving the calculation and conversion of units of measure, using decimal notation up to three decimal places where appropriate.





Measurement: Perimeter, area and volume 


The children will recognise when it is possible to use formulae for area and volume of shapes. They will also lean to calculate the area of parallelograms and triangles as well as to estimate and compare volume of cubes and cuboids using standard units of measure. 





French - L’enorme Crocodile book study:


Using L’enorme Crocodile, the children will take part in a book study to develop vocabulary associated with wild animals, and be able to utilise their growing understanding of French to make sense of a story. Their vocabulary will be applied to short written pieces using newly learnt vocabulary and existing grammatical understanding. 





DT – Mechanical System (pulleys or gears) 


Ensuring they meet a given brief, Year 6 will be designing, making and evaluating a product demonstrating an understanding of mechanical systems using pulleys and gears.
