ICT: BIG DATA 2


The children will recognise that data can become corrupted within a network and that data sent in packets is more robust, as well as identify the need to update devices and software. They will make links between the Internet of Things and Big Data and give a basic example of how data analysis/analytics can lead to improvement in town planning.
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Geography: Why is Fair Trade fair?


This enquiry enables pupils to understand what international trade entails – the manufacture, selling and buying of goods and services between countries through exports and imports – and the fact that trade has been operating for thousands of years








Science – Evolution and Adaptation�During this unit, the class will be able to recognise that living things have changed over time and that fossils provide information about living things that used to roam the earth.   They will also be able to identify how animals and plants are adapted to suit their environment in different ways.
