Music 


‘Dancing in the Street’ by Martha and the Vendellas: All the learning in this unit is focused around one song: Dancing in the Street by Martha And The Vandellas. The children will appraise similar musical pieces as well as learn to perform the piece itself.  





PSHE


Promoting British Values: The children will be learning about individual liberties and how we live in a country, which allows us to express and develop these.





Computing


Flowol: The children will be using the computer software ‘Flowol’ to create and explore flowcharts. 





History   


Rivers


This unit will enable pupils to understand the features and processes of a common and very significant feature of physical geography: rivers.





Art


Lino Printing: Using space and the planets as inspiration, the children will be creating their own lino prints. 





PE


Cricket: Working alongside a coach, we will be learning the skills used within a cricket game.


Dance: The children will continue to work alongside the dance company ‘DDMix to develop their fine motor coordination and muscle conditioning through the medium of dance.

Chez nous: The children will learn to names places in a town, ask the ay and give directions, say where they are going and give the time.




















Maths


Decimals 


In this unit, the children will be able to find the effect of dividing a one or two digit number by 10 or 100, identifying the value of the digits in the answer as ones, tenths and hundredths; solve simple measure and money problems involving fractions and decimals to two decimal places and convert between different units of measure. 


Properties of Shape


This unit allow the children to identify 3-D shapes, including cubes and other cuboids, from 2-D representation as well as distinguish between regular and irregular polygons based on reasoning about equal sides and angles. Their work on angles will also include measuring and drawing given angles as well as estimating and comparing acute, obtuse and reflex angles. 





Literacy 


The Journey by Francesca 


This picture book’s rich and evocative illustrations provide the opportunity to develop reader response and reflections of complex themes. There are a wealth of opportunities to explore in depth response to this text including writing in role, persuasive arguments and fictional narrative pieces.   


Take one Book 


Children explore the text Phoenix by S.F Said. They will look at the author’s style of writing and write their own imaginative space themed narratives.





RE


What does it mean to be a Muslim? 


We are going to compare the way Muslims and Christians learn about their faith, and the ways in which they worship.  During this unit, the class will explore how a child growing up within the Islamic community will learn about their, and the impact their beliefs have on their lives.  





Science 


Living Things and their Habitat: Children will complete their study of life cycles of mammals, amphibians, insects and birds.
