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The Wonderful World of Year Six�During the first spring term, Year 6 will be building on all of the knowledge and skills they have developed in the first term. With SATS in the distance, the focus in the morning lessons will be on ensuring the children are ready to approach their exams with confidence and the knowledge they need to achieve their goals.





PSHE


By the end of this module, the pupils will have a basic knowledge of the UK democratic system and how individuals and communities contribute to this. They will also develop an understanding of the role of the government in upholding the democratic will of the nation. 





British Values


During this PSHE unit, the class will be considering the British Value of democracy and citizenship. They will develop an understanding of how citizens can influence decision-making through the democratic process 





The children will also be taking part in a Junior Citizens morning at Chessington World of Adventures on Friday 7th February, which is hosted by a range of public service professionals and specialists, who support the children in considering how to respond to real-life situations. 

















History: 


During History, pupils will be able to identify, describe and explain the purpose of the different religious and ceremonial buildings that existed in Maya cities through a detailed case study of one Maya city – Chichen Itza. Pupils are also introduced to the great achievements of Maya society, and throughout the enquiry, the emphasis is on pupils understanding not just what historians know about the ancient Maya, but, equally important, how they have come to know it.





Science- The Human Body�Through investigation lessons the children will be able to identify and name the main parts of the circulatory system and describe their functions. By understanding the human body, they will be able to recognise the impact of diet, exercise, drugs and lifestyle on body function. 





PE


For outdoor PE the children will continue to develop their Netball skills and learning the rules of a full game. They will gain a deeper understanding of tactics in defence and attack. Meanwhile indoor PE will continue to be dance with DDMIX.





French


During the unit Ma journée children will be building on their speaking and listening skills. By the end of the unit they will be able to explain their daily routine and the time they do activities. 





Art and DT


Children will be creating Mayan ‘Guatemalan Worry Dolls’ linked to our History unit. These will be handmade with fabrics which are twisted and tied around small pieces of wooden and wire.





























Literacy: 


During the Spring term, the class will be using The Golden Compass film (based on Phillip Pullman’s The Northern Lights) as a stimulus for their writing. They will begin by writing a descriptive scene, and once they have become familiar with the characters they will be writing letters in the tone of Roger and Lyra. The children will then go on to write an action and dialogue scene practising their speech punctuation. A short unit on persuasion will complete this focus where the children will construct arguments as if they were presenting to a court of law. 





Maths


We will be continuing to use White Rose Planning next term, and the topics for this half term are:


-Decimals


-Percentages


-Algebra





R.E. -Judaism


The children will be learning about ‘What does it mean to be a Jew?’ We will be investigating the role that the Jewish scripture and commandments have on their lives.  Thinking about their own faith, the children will then consider what they can learn from this religion.  








Computing: 


Children will be using Scratch to explore and solve algorithms. 








Music: Clasroom Jazz 2


Children will be learning about the origins of Jazz and the different rhythms and beats associated with it. They will be learning how to perform Jazz songs  applying this knowledge to their singing.
