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English:


Narrative 





We will be basing our literacy on Leon and the Place Between – a wordless picture book about magic and mystery. 





We will be using this text to inspire our own narrative writing.





We will also continue with our weekly reading comprehensions. 

















Computing: Coding/Scratch


Children will look at identifying what codes do, what happens when you introduce variables. They will create a times table project.





History:  Who were the Anglo Saxons and how do we know what was important to them?


Building on knowledge gained in the autumn term, the children will learn about why the Romans left Britain, who the Anglo Saxons were, how they lived and key figures during this time. The children will also look at important historical places such as Sutton Hoo.





Music: Percussion


We will begin our lessons on percussion with Kingston Wider Opportunities this half term.





DT: Seasonal food


Children will be able to explain that food is grown, reared or caught in the UK and wider world and explain the meaning of seasonality in relation to food. 





P.S.H.E: Living in the wider world


The children will begin this topic with a focus on Work and Money. They will consider making decisions about money and using and keeping money safe when looking at realistic saving, planning and budgeting.

Science: 


Sound


The children will be learning how to identify how sounds are made, associating some of them with something vibrating. They will recognise that vibrations from sounds travel through a medium to the ear and find patterns between the pitch of a sound and features of the object that produced it. We will find patterns between the volume of a sound and the strength of the vibrations that produced it.
