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Welcome to the wonderful world of Year 6.


The children will return to school full of excitement and new-found team work skills. We will build on these to develop their resilience, perseverance and problem solving skills. Expectations will be high in Year 6 to start preparing them for secondary school. 





R.E.


Through our unit 'Understanding Faith', the children will be exploring the different faiths that make up our multi-cultural society. They will be learning about the different aspects of these faiths to increase their understanding. They will also learn about ‘wisdom’ and how it can help us improve our own lives and the lives of others.





PSHE


Through their unit entitled ‘Me and my place in the world’, the class will consider those people in society that have authority over them; their role as a citizen and their responsibilities within a community. 





Music


The children will continue to follow the Music programme Charanga. They will be learning the song Happy by Pharrell Williams and exploring the song’s beat, pulse and rhythm. 


British Values


Democracy will be the focus through their PSHE unit, and through elections to decide House Captains, school councillors and create class rules. 



































Literacy:


The Lost Words:


The children will be exploring poems from the book ‘Lost Words’, which is a beautifully illustrated text that began as a response to the removal of everyday nature words - among them "acorn", "bluebell", "kingfisher" and "wren" - from a widely used children’s dictionary, because those words were not being used enough by children to merit inclusion. The children will explore vocabulary, and create their own shape poems, and revise key grammatical concepts from Year 5.


�There’s a Boy in the Girl’s Bathroom by Louis Sachar


In this unit of work, children will use drama and inference skills to describe the thoughts and feelings of characters. Their outcomes will be diaries and letters from different perspectives, in the tone of voice for certain characters. The children will also write a play script which follows on from our reading which they will perform. As an end to this extended unit, the children will research Louis Sachar and write a biography.





Maths


Children will be following the White Rose scheme of learning in Maths, which continues to integrate fluency, reasoning and problem solving together. The children will use concrete, abstract and pictorial representations to support their learning of key concepts, and will develop their confidence in Number.





Our topics will focus on Number skills working on: 


Place Value


Addition, Subtraction, Multiplication and Division





Science – Animal Classification 


By the end of this unit, children will be building on their abilities to group living things by applying classification systems. They will be able to use such data to recognise, observe and explore similarities and differences across these groups.  





























 



















































































History:


This investigation supports pupils to understand arguably the most influential and far-reaching dimension of British history post-1066 – that of the establishment, expansion and ultimate decline of the largest empire the world has ever seen.





PE:


Outdoor PE - the children will be focusing on tag rugby. They will be working to enhance their passing, defensive and evasion skills. They will also develop an understanding of teamwork and tactics through a variety of games. Indoor PE will be sports hall athletics.


Indoor PE – DD Mix will be using dynamic music to teach a specific dance genre. By the end of the half term, the children will have mastered a full routine, emphasising their rhythmic abilities and fluidity of movement. 





French


 ‘Le Vetements’ is unit which allows the class to revise key vocabulary learnt in previous years. The children will learn new vocabulary for clothes and revise colours. By the end of the unit, they should be able to ask and say what clothes they like; give opinions about clothes; say what clothes they wear and ask and talk about prices





Art 


Children will be exploring Jackson Pollock and creating their own ‘action painting’. This will be used to create a silhouette for their shape poems linked to their Lost Words writing.





Computing:


The term will start by refreshing our knowledge on e-safety. The children will discuss and explore games which reminds them how to be SMART when exploring the internet.
