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Geography


The children will be exploring the question: How do Volcanoes affect the lives of people?


This enquiry encourages and supports pupils not only to understand some of the key physical processes that shape the Earth, but also to recognise and evaluate the interaction of people with these physical processes. 





Science - Light


The children will gain an understanding of how that light travels in straight lines and use a range of light sources. They will investigate reflection and refraction of light. 





PE


For outdoor PE the children will be continuing their work on tag rugby. They will gain a deeper understanding of tactics in defence and attack, and will partaking in a House Tournament. Indoor PE will be DDMIX.





French


During the unit, the children will explore the book ‘l'énorme crocodile’ to further their grammatical understanding of French with a familiar book, all the while expanding their vocabulary.


There will also be a French afternoon on ‘Noel’ where the children will take part in French Christmas activities.





Art and DT


This half term will see the children creating designs made from clay. They will be focusing on the skills of designing, making and evaluating their pieces. At the end of the unit, they will also peer critique the final outcomes they have made from this medium. 





Music


The children will be practising songs for their Christmas Carol concert. They will be learning two-part harmonies and looking at different musical terminology to add character the piece of music.

Literacy: 


This half term the children will be learning about Shakespeare’s play Macbeth.   The children will explore the tragedy using Oxford University Press edition. The children will explore complex relationships in the play and investigate in depth, characterisation, as well as narrative features of the work of William Shakespeare. Their trip to the Globe will further consolidate their understanding of the plot and key events.

We will continue to assess the children‘s current knowledge and understanding. In their first unit, the children will be considering the answer to the question ‘What Can We Learn from Wisdom? They will be looking at how religious texts can help followers find wisdom, and will be making links between the teachings and sources of Christians and other religious groups. They will also consider how these teachings are connected to believers’ lives. As we move closer to Christmas, the children will be considering How the meaning and central belief of Christmas is shown in secular advertising, the biblical narrative and in the life of the church.
